The
Agricultural Consultation and Training (ACT) Program provides compliance assistance in a non-regulatory,
non-enforcement mode at no charge to you. ACT will be happy to assist you in complying with these
requirements by answering your questions either by telephone or conducting an intensive On-Site Visit at your
establishment and then providing a written report recommending the needed corrections. For more information
or for a consultation, please contact one of the following individuals listed below.
